IMEKO (Confederatia Internationald de Masu-
rari) — cea mai importantd organizatie internationala
din domeniul teoriei si tehnicii masurarilor — a fost
infiintatd In 1958, de mai multe tiri fondatoare,
printre care si Romania. Pana in 1973, organizatiile
membre nu pliteau cotizatie. in 1973 s-au stabilit
niste cotizatii, in functie de populatia fiecarei tari
membre; pentru Roménia, s-a atribuit cotizatia
minima, de 100 USD anual.’

Din partea Romaniei, la Inceput organizatia
membrd a fost CNIT (Consiliul National al
Inginerilor si Tehnicienilor), reprezentant prof.
Corneliu Penescu (prorector la Institutul Politehnic
Bucuresti). Ulterior, CNST (Consiliul National
pentru Stiintd si Tehnologie) a preluat reprezentarea
Romaniei la IMEKO.

in 1979 CNST propune, prin adresa 5608/
26.04.1979, ca reprezentarea RSR sa fie transferata
la IGSCCP — INM (Inspectoratul General de Stat
pentru Controlul Calitatii Produselor — Institutul Na-
tional de Metrologie). Cotizatia anuald de 100 USD
fusese platita pana in 1978 de CNST, iar apoi —
dupa preluarea de catre IGSCCP — INM, in 1980, de
catre IGSCCP.

In 1980 ca delegat al Romaniei in Consiliul
General IMEKO a fost desemnat de catre IGSCCP
Ion Asavinei. Acesta a fost propus sa participe la a
24-a sesiune a IMEKO GC, Berlin, 12-16 octombrie
1981.

in 1983 a fost achitata ultima cotizatie, pe anii
1982-1983.

In perioada urmitoare, comunicarea cu IMEKO
a devenit greoaie, iar la un moment dat s-a
intrerupt cu desavarsire. Secretariatul IMEKO s-a
plans in repetate randuri de imposibilitatea resta-
bilirii oricdrei legaturi cu organizatia membra din
Romania. La sedintele Consiliului General IMEKO
nu a mai participat nimeni din partea noastra, la
corespondenta postala venita de la secretariatul
IMEKO nu se raspundea, la telefon delegatul

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organizatiei membre din Romania era de negasit,
iar cotizatia (absolut modicd) nu a mai fost
achitata. Pe scurt, partenerul roman in IMEKO
devenise total inactiv.

In aceasta situatie, Consiliul General IMEKO
s-a vazut nevoit, in 1989, sa decida excluderea
organizatiei membre romane din IMEKO. A fost o
actiune fara precedent pentru IMEKO (dar deve-
nitd obisnuitd In acel timp pentru alte organisme
internationale la care Roméania era membra), o pata
pentru intreaga comunitate inginereascd (§i nu
numai) din Romania.

PERIOADA DE INCEPUT

in martie 1990, din initiativa dr. Aurel Millea
(pe atunci consilier la CNSMC — Comisia Natio-
nald pentru Standardizare, Metrologie si Calitate,
din septembrie 1990 director al INM — Institutul
National de Metrologie), impreund cu Dan
Stoichitoiu si lonel Urdea-Marcus, a fost infiintata
SRM - Societatea Romana de Masurari, ca
asociatie profesionald non-profit, pe baza vechii
Legi 21 din 1924 (Legea Marzescu). Infiintarea
SRM s-a facut prin Hotararea Judecatoreasca nr.
818 din 18 martie 1990, care a declarat-o persoana
juridicd, cu statut propriu; sediul initial a fost in
Bucuresti, bd. N. Bélcescu nr. 21.

Functiile de conducere provizorii, declarate la
infiintare, au fost:

e presedinte: Aurel MILLEA

e vicepresedine: Dan STOICHITOIU

o secretar: Jonel URDEA-MARCUS

Pentru infiintarea SRM, conform prevederilor
legii, era necesar un numar de minimum 20 mem-
bri; lista cu semnaturi prezentatd la Judecatorie a
inclus 24 de membri fondatori.

Au fost tiparite, intr-un numar mare de
exemplare, statutul SRM si un pliant informativ in
legatura cu obiectivele, organizarea si functionarea
societatii. Au fost multiplicate de asemenea for-
mulare de inscriere i legitimatii. Pentru inceput, a
fost stabilitd o cotizatie anuald de 100 lei (pentru
persoane fizice).

Au fost infiintate 1n tard 6 filiale ale SRM, in
orascle Bacau, Baia Mare, Brasov, Craiova, lasi si
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Timisoara. Acestea au tinut adunari generale, in
care au fost alese conducerile si stabilite programe
de activitate.

La mijlocul anului 1990 SRM avea peste 600
de membri, din toatd tara: metrologi din labora-
toare si Intreprinderi, ingineri, tehnicieni, cadre
didactice, studenti, cercetétori, proiectanti etc.

Tot in anul 1990 a fost initiatd publicarea
"Buletinului Societatii Romane de Masurari", ca
principala cale de mentinere a contactului cu
membrii societatii. Distribuit gratuit membrilor
SRM, buletinul a fost o publicatie informativa de
6 pagini cu continut variat, avand céteva rubrici
permanente sau semipermanente: note §i articole
scurte pe teme actuale, stiri din viata societatii,
evenimente interne §i externe, pagina producatori-
lor si utilizatorilor, titluri din volumele congreselor
mondiale IMEKO, inventii romanesti din domeniul
masurdrilor, oferte §i cerinte legate de tehnica
masurarii, calendare de manifestari internationale,
idei pentru creatori, carti noi, etc. in perioada
1990-1992 au aparut 6 numere ale buletinului.

In primii ani de existentd, SRM a luat parte la
organizarea unor diverse manifestari tehnice si
stiintifice Tn domeniul maésurarilor: conferinte
nationale si internationale, simpozioane, consfatuiri,
cursuri §i instruiri etc. A colaborat cu Institutul

I represent a profeasional orgenization, created for promoting
the cooperation in the field of the science and technology of measure-
mernts. Like in many brauches of engineering, the aim of such an asso-
ciation is to establish & horizontal link between the members of a
comnurity with similar interests, in contrast with the vertical
connections typiecal to our socisl an! economic systems.

The principal mission of our society is to enhance the exchange
of scientific, technical and economic information, among all those
interested in. We are conscious that our affiliation to an internatio-
nal scilentiféc body will give us an opening to the universe of knowleds
in the field, larger access to the worldwide circuit of achievements
and thus a higher rate of progress.

There has been a wide activity in the area of measurement
technology in the Romanian universities, research and development
institutes, factories. However, we have never had a professional socie-
ty irn this particular field. The former member organizstion in IMEKO,
the National Courcil of Engineers and Technicians (CLIT), was & mostly
political and buresucretic orgen, pepresenting in fact nobody, a mere
instrument of the govermnmentel party, imposing its ultimate decision
in all our life.

The cooperation between CNIT and IMEKO was gradually weukening
during the past twelwe years. The membership dues have not been paid,

and beginning with 1985 the commuirication with CNIT hes practically
beer broken. Therefore, the Ueneral Council took in 1989 the legitimate

decision to exclude the Romenian member organization.
Conditions have radically changed after the Hevolution of
December 19¢9. In a short time, a great number of engineering societies

have been founded, of non-goverumental and non-political character,
covering various technical specialties and uniting meny personalities

of science and technology. Among the newly created orguuizations, the
Romanian Measurement Socliety is dedicated to an area of interest close
to that of TMEKO. In June 1990 we forwarded to the IMEKO Secretariat
an application for admission as the Romauiau member organization in
TUEKO.

e heve presently more than 800 members, including well known
scientists, high school teachers, resemrch workcrs, industirial project
leaders, managers, technicsl specialists and others. All the authors
of IME¥O Congress papers, all IMEKO TC members, reputed autiors of
books and papers, ective members in other international orgauizations

Europene. Cursul, organizat de BRML, INM si
SRM, a cuprins lectii teoretice, exercitii, studii de
caz, intrebari si raspunsuri, conduse de doi experti
universitari din Olanda, fosti angajati ai NMI Van
Swinden Laboratorium (Laboratorul National de
Etaloane al Olandei). Au participat 25 de cursanti de
la Institutul National de Metrologie, Biroul Roman
de Metrologie Legala, firme din domeniul aparatelor
de masurat, laboratoare de metrologie. Desfagurat la
Sala Palatului din Bucuresti, cursul a beneficiat de o
foarte bund organizare si de excelente mijloace
audio-vizuale, inclusiv traducere sincrona pe intreaga
durata.

La toate acestea, a fost prezent cu lucrari si
comunicdri un numar mare de autori din Romania.

De asemenea, membrii SRM au prezentat lucrari
la numeroase manifestiri — conferinte, sim-
pozioane i workshop-uri — organizate de cele
22 Comitete Tehnice IMEKO 1n aceasta perioada.

SRM, ca organizatic membra a IMEKO, a fost
reprezentatd la sedintele anuale ale Consiliului
General (IMEKO GC) de catre presedintele sau,
dr. Aurel Millea (pana in anul 2003) si respectiv
prof. Radu Munteanu (dupa 2003). in anii cand
deplasarea acestora nu s-a putut efectua, s-a asi-
gurat reprezentarea SRM la sedintele IMEKO GC
prin delegare ("proxy").

In intreaga perioadi de dupi 1990, SRM si-a
achitat cotizatia anuald care i revenea ca organi-
zatie membra a IMEKO; aceasta a ajuns, in acest
rastimp, la suma de 450 euro/an. Costul cotizatiei a
fost acoperit din cotizatiile anuale ale membrilor
SRM, din diferite alte venituri conform statutului si
din sponsorizari.

DESPRE INFRASTRUCTURA
METROLOGICA IN ROMANIA

In incheiere, sd constatdim ca in prezent se
poate vorbi despre o infrastructura solida si bine
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structuratd a metrologiei in Roménia. Ea cuprin-
de:

o organul de specialitate al administratiei publice
centrale: BRML (Biroul Roméan de Metrologie
Legald) — autoritatea coordonatoare in domeniul
metrologiei

e institutia centrald de cercetare-dezvoltare in
domeniul metrologiei: INM (Institutul National de
Metrologie) — avand ca obiect de activitate
metrologia stiintifica

e doud ONG-uri strans legate de metrologia
tehnicda / industriala: SRM (Societatea Roméana
de Masurari), afiliatd la IMEKO (Confederatia
Internationala de Masurari) si ROLAB (Aso-
ciatia Laboratoarelor din Romania), afiliata la
EUROLAB (Federatia Europeand a Asociatiilor
Nationale ale Laboratoarelor de Masuriri, Incer-
cari si Analitice).

Schematic, aceasta structura poate fi repre-
zentata ca 1n figura de mai jos.

Aparitia ONG-urilor (organizatii neguvernamen-
tale) pe firmamentul metrologiei roméanesti este un
fenomen relativ nou, caracteristic perioadei de dupa
1989. Despre SRM s-a vorbit pe larg in cele pre-
cedente. Asociatia laboratoarelor din Romania,
ROLAB, este prima organizatie romaneascd care a
devenit membru cu drepturi depline al organizatiei
europene EUROLAB, reunind peste 600 de labora-
toare de metrologie, din sectorul public si privat.
Afilierea ca membru cu drepturi depline in
EUROLAB inseamna oportunitati sporite atit pentru
firmele producatoare de aparatura, impulsionandu-se
astfel fabricarea de aparate de masurat, cat si pentru
Biroul National de Metrologie Legala, forul suprem
al metrologiei in Romania. Pe aceastd cale, se
urmdareste eliminarea barierelor in calea liberei circu-
latii a marfurilor, un deziderat in mare parte atins in
statele membre ale Uniunii Europene.
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
