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in acest an omagiem o suitd de evenimente care
au marcat bazele dezvoltarii stiintei si tehnicii
masurdrii la nivel regional la nivel mondial.

In anul 1864 domnitorul Alexandru Ioan Cuza
promulga legea privind ,,Adoptarea sistemului metric
de masuri §i greutati” in Romania. Prin aceasta lege
s-au pus bazele metrologiei moderne romanesti,
domeniu esential al activitatii economico-sociale,
prin care se asigurda uniformitatea, repetabilitatea si
trasabilitatea rezultatelor masurarilor.

Prima Conferinta Generala pentru Mdsuri si
Greutati, in anul 1889, adopta prima rezolutie
referitoare la stabilirea prototipurilor internationale
din platind-iridiu ale realizarii unitatilor de lungime
(metru) si, respectiv, de masa (kilogram). In acelasi
an, se infiinta primul organism de metrologie din
Romania, Serviciul Central de Masuri si Greutati.
Infrastructura nationald de metrologie a evoluat si
s-a dezvoltat continuu, ajungandu-se la actualul
sistem metrologic, componenta importanta a sistemului
european si international.

Mai aproape de istoria recentda, in anul 1999,
Romania, alaturi de alte 37 state, semna Aranja-
mentul de Recunoastere Reciproca a Certificatelor
de etalonare si masurare emise de institutele
nationale de metrologie. Acest acord, ale carui baze
au fost puse de Comitetul International de Mdasuri §i
Greutati, a marcat, In ultimii 10 ani, profunde
transformari si evolutii ale sistemului mondial de
masurare, cu efecte directe, pe termen mediu si lung,
asupra dezvoltarilor nationale si regionale privind
metrologia, evaluarea conformitatii si infrastructura
calitatii.

Etapele parcurse de metrologia romaneasca pentru
dezvoltarea si recunoasterea propriului sistem na-
tional de etaloane de masurare, capabil sa asigure
racordarea masurdrilor efectuate in tara noastrd la
referinte recunoscute si acceptate international, pentru
extinderea permanentd a gamei de servicii metro-
logice oferite de organismul national de metrologie
si imbunatatirea continua a calititii acestor servicii,
pentru integrarea Romaniei in sistemul international
de masurare, s-au reflectat in paginile singurei
publicatii nationale de specialitate dedicata stiintei si
tehnicii masurdrii care vedea lumina tiparului in luna
august a anului 1954.

In primul numar al revistei, erau abordate laolalta
probleme stiintifice — ,,Folosirea izotopilor in
metrologie”, aspecte legate de practica masurarii —
LwAsupra corectiilor de reducere a gazelor reale in
conditii de gaz ideal necesare construirii si utilizarii
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During this year we will celebrate several events
that marked the background for the development of
measurement science and technique, both at regional
and international level.

On 1864 the king Alexandru loan Cuza pro-
mulgated the law regarding the “Adoption of the
metric system of weights and measures” in Romania,
By means of this law the background for modern
Romanian metrology was set; this field being
essential for the economic-social activity by assuring
the uniformity, repeatability and traceability of
measurement results.

The first General Conference for Weights and
Measures, in 1889, adopted the first resolution
regarding the establishment of the international
prototypes of platinum-iridium as realisation of the
units of length (metre) and of mass (kilogram).
During the same year, the first metrology institution -
the Central Service for Measures and Weights was
organised in Romania. The national metrological
infrastructure has continuous evolved until the
present structure - an important component of the
European and worldwide system.

Near by the recent history, on 1999, Romania,
together with other 37 states signed the Mutual
Recognition Arrangement for national measurement
standards and for calibration and measurement
certificates issued by national institutes of metro-
logy. This arrangement, set up by the International
Committee on Weights and Measures, during the last
10 years, marked major transformations and
evolutions of the international measurement system,
having direct effects upon the national and regional
developments on metrology, conformity assessment
and quality infrastructure.

The steps taken by the Romanian metrology
towards the development and recognition of the self
national system of measurement standards, capable
to assure the link of measurements performed in our
country to internationally recognised and accepted
references, to permanent expand the types of
provided metrology services and to continuously
improve the quality of these services, as well as
towards the integration of our country within the
international measurement system were reflected in
the pages of the only national publication dedicated
to the measurement science and technique, published
in Romania for the first time on August 1954.

In its first issue, the Revue approached at
several scientific issues — “The use of the isotopes
in metrology”, aspects related to the measurement



unui termometru”; ,,Mdsurarea tensiunilor sticlei
tehnice”, prezentari de mijloace de masurare cu
aplicatii specifice — ,,Fibroclasul, aparat pentru
mdsurarea fibrelor de bumbac” precum si informatii
de interes general — ,,Incercdrile de stat asupra
metodelor de fabricatie a masurilor §i aparatelor de
masurat” sau ,,Activitatea lui D.I. Mendeleev ca
metrolog”. Dupa 55 de ani de aparitie neintrerupta,
Revista ,,Metrologie” a fost inclusa in circuitul
international si national al publicatiilor de larga
circulatie.

Din luna aprilie a acestui an, articolele publicate
in numerele revistei aparute din anul 2006, pot fi
consultate si on-line (www.inm.ro). Oferim, astfel,
posibilitatea accesului unui numar mult mai mare de
cititori interesati de problematica generald de metro-
logie, aspectele de sinteza ale masurarilor, tehnica si
practica masurarii, respectiv, cele mai noi eveni-
mente §i noutdti din domeniul metrologiei.

Pentru a raspunde unei nevoi reale de cunoastere
si actualizare a informatiilor referitoare la preocuparea
comunitdtii mondiale de metrologie, numarul actual
al revistei publicd Mesajul adresat de Directorul
Biroului International de Metrologie, Profesor Andrew
Wallard, cu ocazia Zilei mondiale a metrologiei,
sarbatorita, din anul 2004, in ziua de 20 mai.
Dedicatd masurarilor efectuate in tranzactiile co-
merciale, Ziua mondiald a metrologiei, sarbatorita
in acest an, a scos in evidenta atat rolul, din ce in ce
mai crescut, al masurarii in dezvoltarea economica
cat si nevoia de colaborare multi-disciplinara
pentru a raspunde provocdrilor tot mai mari ale
societatii actuale.

Toate aceste momente aniversare ne determina sa
privim Tnapoi cu mandrie §i respect spre cei care au
pus bazele metrologiei, sd abordam viitorul cu
optimism si determinare.

La multi ani tuturor celor care contribuie la
dezvoltarea metrologiei din Romdnia cu ocazia Zilei
mondiale a metrologiei!
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practice — ‘On the corrections for decrease of rare
gases under the conditions of ideal gases, needed to
build and to use a thermometer’, ‘The measurement
of the tensions existing in the technical glass’,
presentations of measurement instruments having
specific applications -‘State testing of the fabrication
methods of measures and instruments’ or ‘The
activity of D.I.Mendeleev as metrolog’. After 55 years
of non stop publication, the Revue ‘Metrologie’ was
included in the national and international network of
the publications having a wide circulation.

Starting this April, the articles having been
published in the issues of the revue since 2006, may
be viewed on-line as well (www.inm.ro), thus
allowing the access of a larger number of readers
interested in the general problems of metrology, the
synthesis aspects of measurements, the technique
and the practice of measurement and in the most
recent events and news from metrology field.

To give an answer to the real need for knowledge
and for updating the information regarding the
worldwide community’ preoccupation on metrology,
the present issue of the Revue publishes the Message
addressed by the Director of the International
Bureau of Weighs and Measures, Professor Andrew
Wallard, on the occasion of the World Metrology
Day, celebrated since 2004 on May, 20. Dedicated to
the measurements performed in commerce, the
World Metrology Day celebrated in this year, has
pointed out both the growing role of measurements
in the economical development and the need to
multi-discipline collaborate to stand for the
increasing challenges of the modern society.

All these anniversary moments determine us to
look backwards with pride and respect for those who
developed the metrology, to approach at the future
with optimism and determination.
